The fact that a real integration process doesn't exist amongst the inhabitants of the island and
those of the continent does not only relate to problems of distance, but also to the characteristics of
ownership amongst the parts. To date, concrete roads of integration have not been enabled from the
department of education with respect to the diversity, and even less to the possibility that the Chilean
insulars might consent to positions of public figuration in the Island.
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Resumen

Aparte de la dependencia politica y administrativa que existe de la isla con el pais, creo que
lo cultural y social esta bastante lejos de poder entenderse desde la perspectiva de una idea mas o
menos coherente, donde una persona cualquiera entienda a la otra parte como un igual 0 como un
coterraneo. Me atreveria casi a afirmar que, la vinculacion o desprendimiento no se ha dado, por
todo lo que representa turisticamente dicho sector al pais, me da la impresion que si no fuera por
los dividendos de imagen, y la rentabilidad econdmica, la isla seria un sector que correria hoy en
dia la misma suerte que los pueblos Aymaras, Mapuches y otros, y que tal vez por distancias los
mismos Onas.

El hecho de que no exista un real proceso de integracion entre los habitantes de la isla con
los del continente, no solo responde a problemas de distancias, tiene también caracteristicas reales
de pertenencia entre las partes, ya que a la fecha no se han habilitado vias concretas de integracion
desde la educacion, el respeto a la diversidad, ni menos a la posibilidad que tienen los chilenos
insulares de acceder a cargos de figuracion publica en la Isla.
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
